The prerequisite
for admission is the general university entrance qualification or relevant
professional qualification, in many cases also entrance examinations.

Entry and Residence

EU/EEA nationals need neither a visa nor a residence title. They, however,
have to register with the authority in charge of residence within three
months of entering Austria.

Nationals of other countries need a travel visa C, for stays for a maximum
of 90 days, or a residence visa D, for stays of at least 91 days up to a maxi-
mum of 6 months, and a Residence Permit for Students for stays of longer
than six months.

For a residence title sufficient financial means are necessary (as of 2018):
under 24 years: € 502.24 per month
24 years or older: € 909.24 per month
