. “Public student housing should be expanded across Europe.
[...] Expanding student housing should be considered in

internationalisation strategies.”

. “Higher Education Institutions and municipalities should
incentivise the sharing of accommodation among local and
international students.”

. “Higher Education Institutions should help to set up peer-to-
peer housing support mechanisms in their institutions.”
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Empfehlungen S

. “Students should be supported to find their housing before
moving to their exchange destinations, in order to avoid
complications once they move.”

. “In order to support students to afford their deposit payments,
HEIls should make sure grants are paid completely upfront
before the mobility starts, avoiding the payment of any parts
of the grant after the end of the mobility.”

. “Higher Education Institutions and local governments should
prioritise measures to ensure the prevention of scams.”
