Its objective is to create a 
long-term, stable basis for cooperation between Austrian and African 
universities and research institutions. Africa-UniNet intends to promote 
new contacts, deepen scientific cooperation and provide excellent 
opportunities for innovative joint research projects.

Description The higher education cooperation programme APPEAR is a programme of 
the Austrian Development Cooperation (ADC). Its aim is to implement a 
strategy for support of higher education and research for development 
on an academic institutional level in the ADC's priority countries and key 
regions. The overall objective is to strengthen the institutional capacities 
in higher education, research and management in the addressed 
countries through academic Partnerships with Austrian higher education 
institutions and master’s and PhD scholarships as a contribution to 
effective and sustainable reduction of poverty.  
Two types of scholarships are available: 
*Master’s and PhD scholarships that are bound to an APPEAR project 
*PhD scholarships that are awarded on an individual basis and thus not 
bound to an APPEAR Project 
Target countries: Austria, Burkina Faso, Ethiopia, Mozambique, Uganda,

Lot 1, Erasmus Mundus Joint Masters (EMJM), promotes excellent, 
transnational study programmes at master’s level. At least three 
universities from three different countries (of which at least two 
Erasmus+ programme countries) offer a joint, integrated and accredited 
master’s programme during which students complete their studies at 
several European and worldwide locations. Students will receive a 
double, multiple or joint degree at the end of their studies. Other 
institutions such as companies, NGOs or research institutions can 
participate as associate partners. Lot 2, Erasmus Mundus Design 
Measures (EMDM), supports the development of new joint master’s 
programmes.
